Mr Phillips, the owner of Sharpstown Ice Center is making some changes regarding stickers effective October 1, 2009.  The changes are as follows.

 

All stickers will now be purchased from the front desk at Sharpstown and to get the price of $141,00 per sheet we will now need to have the skaters names printed on the sheets.  There will be no more purchasing of 10 or 20 stickers at a time, only full sheets can be bought at the desk.  If you need to buy a lesser amount, it would be a good idea to get with someone else and split the cost of a full sheet.

 

In order to continue to get the stickers without paying tax, the club sticker representative (Josie Kaplow) will need to sign your purchase order form.  She will try to always have some on hand and for those of you who purchase regularly, she will try to sign and give you several order forms at a time.

 

This may actually make things easier on skaters as they can purchase stickers when Josie Kaplow is out of town, or not at the rink as long as they have her signature on their order form.  Until October 1, Josie Kaplow will still be selling stickers, and in the smaller amounts as well as full sheets.  After October 1, she will only have the order forms available for you.

 

A note to coaches:  Coaches sheets will also be purchased from the front desk at Sharpstown.  If you would like your sheet tax free, you will also need to have an order form signed by the HoustonFSC representative (Josie Kaplow).  Just pick up your order form from her.

 

Hopefully this will not cause too much inconvenience and the transition will go smoothly.
