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2011 - 2012 MEMBERSHIP APPENDIX

Please read the following before choosing your membership option:
· Our bylaws require that one parent join with a junior member (under 18 yr.)

· Only paid-in-full family & individual members may receive renewal discounts and qualifying competition assistance.  To receive renewal discount members must complete 20 volunteer hours per year.  Volunteer hours are non-transferable.  Volunteer hours MUST be recorded on the volunteer record sheet provided with membership package and signed by a member of the board or a committee chair prior to discounts or qualifying competition assistance being received.

· Both new and returning members must complete this application and volunteer form.  Memberships cannot be processed until all paperwork is complete.

· US Figure Skating rules do not permit Basic Skills members to take US Figure Skating tests.  Those planning to test Pre-preliminary and above must upgrade their membership to FAMILY status prior to testing.

Club Benefits:
· Average of 40 hours of club ice per year equating to an approximate value of $300.  Club ice dates, times and location can be found on our web site at www.houstonfsc.org.   Club ice sessions may require a nominal ice fee, to be posted.  Ice fees may be changed at any time throughout the membership year.
· Voting rights as noted in membership options.
· Test sessions.
· US Figure Skating membership – full or basic depending on club membership.
· Subscription to US Figure Skating Magazine.
· Eligibility for competition assistance for qualifying competitions ranging from payment of entrance fee for Regionals at qualifying level through to substantial stipends for skaters advancing to Sectionals, Junior Nationals and Nationals.  To be eligible, membership must be paid in full by June 30, 2011 (Family & Individual only).
· Exhibitions, critiques and seminars.
· Social activities, parties, on-line news updates.
· Discounts on ice shows starring professional and champion skaters.
Membership Options:

Family:  Includes up to two junior skaters in a family with one parent or two adult skaters in a family.  Full club benefits with one voting right for adult of junior skaters or two if membership is for two adult skaters.

Individual:  Skaters over 18 years of age or additional junior skater tied to an existing family membership.  Full club benefits with voting rights for adult only.

Associate:  Non-skating member over 18 years of age.  Club benefits include voting rights and participation in club activities.

Professional:  Professional skating coach, US Figure Skating appointed judge, accountant or music official.  Full club benefits including voting rights.
Collegiate:  Must be 18 years old plus, enrolled as an undergraduate.  Club benefits include test sessions, participation in club activities, club ice privileges, and voting rights.  

Non-resident:  Family or individual, 75+ miles from Houston.  Club benefits include test sessions, participation in club activities and club ice privileges.  No voting rights.
Second Club:  Family or individual that designates another US Figure Skating club as home club; additional fees may be assessed for some HFSC activities and seminars.  Includes test sessions, club ice, parties and on-line news updates.  No voting rights.
