Test Application Rules   

The Houston Figure Skating Club and the Iceland Figure Skating Club of Houston, conduct joint test sessions at the Sharpstown Ice Center, 7300 Bellerive, Houston, Tx 77036. We share the duties of sponsoring the test sessions, and fees, expenses, etc, are shared equally by our clubs. These rules are established to assist skaters in qualifying for our test sessions.  .

1. All test applications for Iceland and Houston joint test sessions are to be mailed to the Houston FSC Test Chair at P.O. Box 460394, Houston, Texas 77056-8634.  The check for test fees should be made payable to Iceland Figure Skating Club.

2. All submitted applications should be complete; payment for test fees and judges’ food fee should be attached to application.

3.  Skaters who are not members of Iceland FSC or Houston FSC must submit a letter of good standing from the home club.  This may be attached to the application or emailed to the Houston Test Chair, Sam Gotsdiner at   sgotsdiner@comcast.net.   

4.  Applications must be post marked by the date advertized by the Clubs. Generally this is three weeks prior to the test date.  There will be a $15.00 late fee required if postmarked after the deadline. 

5.  Any skater canceling a test seven (7) days or less prior to a test shall not be entitled to a refund of any fees, no matter how many tests are scheduled, unless the cancellation is due to injury or illness.  In the case of illness or injury, a letter from a licensed medical professional  advising against skating activity until after the test date will be required, in order for a refund of fees to occur. Otherwise, all test fees will be retained by our clubs.  

6. If a skater is unable to test, the test applications and checks/money orders  will be shredded.  We cannot roll these items forward to a future session.

7. If a skater is taking a contingent test and fails the underlying test, the contingent test fees shall be retained by our clubs 

8. Our test chairs are committed to assisting each skater desiring to test; however, the judges are volunteers, and are not always available.  Testing is expensive and we may find it impossible to offer every test at each session due to judges’ availability or travel expenses.  We try to arrange special high level judges when inquiries are received from coaches.

9.   Test chairs are volunteers, and will attempt to respond to your questions and concerns as quickly as possible.  Email is now the best way, as phone contacts may interrupt business activities and the test chair may not be able to give her full attention to you. 

10. Test schedules are published to all coaches, parents, and skaters, using the email addresses on the application, generally one week prior to the session.
